INDIA SAW A single-day rise of
16,326 newCovid-19 cases, tak-
ing the tally to 3,41,59,562,
while the active cases have
declinedto1,73,728,thelowest
in 233 days, according to the
Union health ministry's data
updated on Saturday.

Thedeath tollhas climbedto
4,53,708 with 666 daily fatali-
ties, according to the data
updated at 8 am.Kerala hasrec-
onciled 292 fatalities on Satur-
day from the previous period.
Hence, the death toll is higher,
officials said, adding that 99
deathshavebeenreported from
Keralainthelast 24 hours.

The daily rise in new coron-
avirusinfectionshasbeenbelow
30,000 for 29 straight daysand
lessthan 50,000 dailynew cases
havebeenreportedfor118 con-
secutive days now. The active
cases have decreased to
1,73,728 comprising 0.51% of
the total infections, the lowest
since March 2020, while the
national Covid-19recoveryrate
was recorded at 98.16%, the
highest since March 2020, the
health ministry said.A decrease
of 2,017 cases has been
recorded in the total active
number of Covid-19 casesina
span of 24 hours.
